NOTARIZING Importance of Dates:             

 What to know about dating the Notarial Certificate

Among the important facts a notary certifies with a signed notarial certificate is the date the 

notarial act was performed. The certificate date is evidence and relevant to the truth of the 

notarial certificate. When the notarial certificate is appropriately understood as a legal 

assumption most notaries will insist on the truthful declaration. The notary will understand 

that the notarial certificate has no effect on a signer’s document; it does not make the 

document legal, valid, true or enforceable. The notarial certificate NEVER has to match the 

date of the document.  

The date is important and comes into play when it is knowingly falsified, in which case the 

notarization’s validity is jeopardized and the notary risks legal liability. It is well known that 

notaries are asked to back/post date certificates so the dates will match with the document 

dates or closing dates. This conduct is illegal and fraudulent. Implied intent to deceive others.
